Tia 
Chucha offers workshops in music, 
dance, theater, writing, painting and 
traditional indigenous arts from the 
U.S., Mexico and Central America, 
and produces a literacy and perform-
ing arts festival. The organization 
serves more than 6,000 children, 
youth and adults annually.
